Can students extend their
exchange stint?

Yes, but subject to approval of the home and host institutions.

Application for re-admission should be raised before 1 May for
Semester A enrolment and 1 October for Semester B enrolment to
allow enough time to process the application and apply for extension
of visa.
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Activities or services available to
exchange students (e.g. student
activity group, student club,
sports facilities, wellness centre
etc.)

e Exchange students may apply for associate membership and join
the activities organised by the Students’ Union at CityU

e Student residence hall activities

e Community service work organised by the University, e.g.

For
pre-requisite required courses, students must have taken courses
considered equivalent to the pre-requisite.

Medium of instruction and
assessment

The medium of instruction and assessment at CityU is English unless
specified otherwise.

Minimum and maximum number
of credits to be taken for each
semester

12-18 credit units per semester. Exchange students must take full-time
credit-unit load, i.e., at least 12 credits per semester, in order to meet
the visa requirements set by the Hong Kong SAR Immigration.

For exchange students attached to the Department of Physics (PHY),
the majority of the courses they take must be offered by PHY.

Are students allowed to take
cross-faculty modules?

Yes, subject to approval by the course-offering department.

However, for exchange students attached to the Department of
Physics (PHY), the majority of the courses they take must be offered
by PHY.

Level of courses

Exchange students are allowed to take courses at undergraduate level
only (course level: B1-B4) unless approved otherwise.

Normally, exchange students are not recommended to take
postgraduate courses and the approval is case by case and subjected
to course offering departments.

Yes. It is mandatory for non-local students (including exchange
students) to have insurance.

Students must purchase insurance for themselves before they
come to Hong Kong. The insurance should include, but not limited
to, medical and travel insurance that will cover the entire period of
their study in Hong Kong. If they are unable to do so or wish to have
additional insurance coverage, they may enroll in the ‘Group
Personal Accident Insurance & Medical Benefits Insurance Plan for
Non-local Students’ contracted by CityU. For more information,

Private accommodation

Private accommodation is expensive and limited in Hong Kong. It
may cost around HK$10,000 to HKS15,000 for a two-room flat in
some of the residential areas. If students choose to live off campus,
they need to look up for private residence on their own and act fast.
